support services, and personalized digital assistance.

e Institutional repositories and open access initiatives
should be strengthened to enhance the visibility and
accessibility of scholarly outputs.

e FEmphasis should be placed on developing policies
for digital preservation and long-term access to
electronic resources.

e Libraries should play a proactive role in supporting
research, innovation, and academic integrity through
advanced services and tools.

e Networking and consortia-based approaches should
be expanded to optimize resource utilization and reduce
duplication of efforts.

e There is a need to bridge the digital divide by
ensuring inclusive access to information resources for
users from diverse socio-economic backgrounds.

Course on Smart Searching in the Digital Age

The Central Library, in collaboration with the Internal
Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) of Ananda Chandra
College, successfully organized a 30-hour value-added
course titled “Smart Searching in the Digital Age: From
Library Shelves to AI-Powered Discovery Tools.” The
course, coordinated by Dr. Shamim Aktar Munshi,
librarian, was conducted from mid-November 2025 to
the end of March 2026 and witnessed the active
participation of 40 enrolled students.

The man who never kept his salary:
This librarian donated his salary for 35 years
for a reason so heartwarming

In most workplaces, payday is a private moment of
relief or quiet celebration, but for Mr. Palam
Kalyanasundaram it became a ritual of outward
generosity: month after month, year after year, the
modest sum that arrived in his hands was not banked for
his own comfort but quietly handed over to someone
who needed it more; for thirty-five years the librarian
from Tamil Nadu treated his paycheck as a lifeline for
others, a deliberate act of solidarity that began as a
personal vow and grew into a lifetime of service that
reshaped how many people thought about duty, sacrifice
and the meaning of wealth. A scholar by training— gold
medallist in library science with master’s degrees in
literature and history from the University of Madras—
Kalyanasundaram might easily have chosen a life of
quiet academic contentment, yet he instead built a
reputation not on titles or administrative power but on
an almost austere devotion to helping others, spending
decades at Kumarkurupara Arts College in Srivaikuntam
where his professional identity was inseparable from his
moral one: the librarian who refused to keep his salary.
What makes his story so arresting is the depth of that
refusal; it was not a symbolic gesture made from
abundance but a sustained discipline practiced even
when his own means were meagre—profiles recount
that at one point his monthly pay was as little as X140,
and yet he persisted in donating it, supplementing his
own needs with odd jobs and part-time work so that the
money he formally earned could be redirected to
children, the destitute, and those struck by calamity. His
explanation for this life of giving is disarmingly simple
and direct: a donation acquires real meaning only when
it costs the giver something tangible; by that logic,
charity that leaves the donor untouched is charity in
name only, whereas the sacrifice of one’s own comfort
transforms an act of giving into an ethical commitment
that reshapes both giver and recipient. Over time his
private discipline became public service: after
retirement he founded Paalam—Tamil for “bridge”—an
organisation designed to connect donors with people in
need, and through it he channelled support for
education, orphan care, clothing, books, disaster relief
and emergency assistance during cyclones and
earthquakes, turning episodic kindness into an
institutional conduit that could outlast any single
paycheck. The scale of his impact has been described in
media accounts with figures that are striking—some
profiles cite cumulative donations reported to be in the
crores—yet the precise total is less important than the
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pattern: repeated, organised, and principled giving that
included not only salary but later pension arrears and
prize sums, all directed toward sustaining other lives. He
remained unmarried and deliberately kept his personal
needs minimal so that more of his resources could be
diverted outward, a choice that underscores the moral
clarity at the heart of his life: success, for him, was not
accumulation but circulation, not possession but
distribution. For years his story circulated mainly within
social-service circles and among readers who stumbled
upon it, but recognition eventually widened; in 2023 the
Government of India named him for the Padma Shr in
the social work category, and the President of India
formally presented the honour, bringing national
attention to a life that had long been quietly devoted to
giving. That public acknowledgement mattered because
it validated a countercultural ethic in a society that often
equates achievement with  personal gain:
Kalyanasundaram’s life suggested an alternative metric,
one where the worth of a career is measured by how
many people it lifts rather than how much it secures for
the individual. The human stories behind his
donations—children who could continue schooling,
families who received emergency relief, communities
aided after natural disasters—give texture to what might
otherwise read as an abstract moral experiment; his
philanthropy was not random largesse but targeted,
practical and sustained, designed to meet immediate
needs while building longer-term support systems
through Paalam. Even as journalists and admirers
debated the exact sums involved, the enduring lesson of
his life remained unmistakable: generosity that costs the
giver something real has a different moral weight, and
when organised with care it can become a bridge
between those who can give and those who must
receive. In an era when headlines often celebrate
spectacular wealth and personal accumulation, the
librarian who never kept his salary stands out as a quiet
corrective, a reminder that dignity can be preserved and
uplifted through modest, steady acts of sacrifice; his
story travels because it is both simple and radical—
simple in its premise that a paycheck can be a tool for
survival rather than a private reward, radical in its
insistence that one person’s disciplined refusal to hoard
can ripple outward to change many lives.

The platform has created a significant impact in the LIS
community, with over 500 students qualifying UGC-
NET, more than 100 achieving JRF, and many others
successfully clearing various LIS competitive
examinations. INSIGNIA provides accessible academic
resources, structured guidance, and mentorship to
learners across the country.
